DIXIE HIGHWAY HERITAGE

Crete: farm towns growth fueled by horse racing & golf courses

Fur trader Gurdon Hubbard established trading posts from Danville to Chicago in the 1820s. He
marked a trail for his pack ponies to carry the goods he traded with the Indians for their furs. The
trail, known as “Hubbard’s Trace” on early maps, eventually became the width of two wagons as
early pioneers followed the trace.

In 1836 the Illinois General Assembly created a state road that connected Fort Vincennes in Indiana
with Fort Dearborn in Chicago. The trail was selected as the most direct and favorable route as the
first official route in Illinois, thus Route 1.

A highway to promote cross-country tourism

The Dixie Highway, an idea of Carl G. Fisher of the Lincoln Highway Association, was formed in
1915 to create a north-south route of connected paved roads from Chicago to Miami so automobile
enthusiasts from the north could vacation in the south. Dirt roads on the Highway were paved,
including Crete’s Main Street, which was paved with concrete in 1920.

Crete: Historic Village and Township

In 1836, after a strenuous 5-week journey from Vermont, Willard and Dyantha Wood set foot in the
[llinois wilderness that would become Crete. They built a small log cabin and farmed the land
along the Chicago-Vincennes rutted dirt road. In 1848 Willard and Dyantha replaced their cabin
with the Woods Hotel to meet the needs of the growing number of travelers on the road. Churches
and more businesses were established on both sides of Crete’s Main Street as settlers arrived to
homestead the land and for a better life. In 1880 Crete officially incorporated as a Village.

In 1903 the first car built by a Crete machinist and fire chief, Myron Quackenbush, appeared on
Main Street with the existing horses and carriages. Through most of Illinois, cars and horses
continued to travel on dirt roads that were maintained by each town. By 1915 Crete boasted 200
cars. After Dixie Highway was paved, travel by cars became easier and faster.

By 1925 Colonel Matt Winn of Churchill Downs chose Crete as the location for his next racetrack.
On Lincoln Fields’ opening day on August 9, 1926, and each racing day thereafter, car after car
traveled through Crete creating a massive traffic jam the length of Main Street. In 1955 the new
owners of the racetrack changed the name to Balmoral Park.

As more people discovered the beauty of Crete’s landscape, a Chicago group of investors built
Crete’s first 18 hole golf course in 1927 and Lincolnshire Country Club in 1928. Two more
Lincolnshire golf courses opened in 1929 and lots around the courses were sold for homes. As
additional 18 hole courses were built at Longwood, which straddles the state line, Tuckaway, Deer
Creek, Balmoral Woods and Lincoln Oaks, which purchased one of Lincolnshire’s courses, Crete
has become a haven for golfers and also for homeowners who have built around the golf courses.
